Conditions of Grant 2013/14

1. The funds will only be used for the purpose stated in the application – they are not a donation towards a group or organisation. 

2. Projects that are supported by funding form the Carlisle and Eden Community Safety Partnership are required to submit a monitoring and evaluation form no later than thirty days after the project has been completed.

3. Invoices and receipts should be made out to Eden District Council and will be paid directly by the Council to the supplier and will be checked against the original application form.
4. When drawing down funds, only one project shall be included in an invoice and the invoice must be accompanied by a detailed breakdown of expenditure.

5. Invoices may not be raised against future spending and may only be raised for expenditure actually incurred.

6. Eden District Council procurement processes will be adhered to; a copy is available upon request.

7. Access will be granted to inspect the project and all documents and records relating to the project will be available for inspection by a representative of the CSP or Eden District Council at any time.

8. Funds must be claimed within three months of the notification of the award and before the end of the financial year.

9. Funding is not carried forward from one financial year to the next.

10. Without exception, the Conditions of Grant must be signed prior to the release of any funds.

11. Any publicity material should acknowledge the support given by the Carlisle and Eden Community Safety Partnership and the Police and Crime Commissioner as this is where the finance for projects has been made available from.

12. Any failure to comply with the above will result in the cessation of funding and all monies must be returned on request to the CSP. All costs incurred in and for the project concerned will be the responsibility of the agency/group which originally applied for the funding in the event of any drawback of funding.
