Jane Muller will provide Health Survey results to enable CVS to tailor the events to each ward. It has been agreed that the CVS will lead on bookings and invitations and recruit facilitators to compile an appropriate programme of activities.

Information Packs






£1000 to be allocated

The existing health network in Carlisle is primarily composed of large, well-established organisations. There is therefore an opportunity to raise awareness of health issues at a more grass-roots level and reach out to people living in smaller communities. It is felt that information packs and/or a Healthy City website could be an appropriate means for the dissemination of important ‘sign-posting’ information among local community groups.

Materials & Resources





£1000 to be allocated

Materials will be required for both the district-wide and community level events, including the designing and purchasing of banners (NK), the publication and/or procurement of flyers and health pamphlets (JM) and additional resources as necessary.

Ned Kemp has consulted with the Communications Team at the City Council and has arranged for the procurement of 4 new banners. These will be invoiced to CVS under the initial £5k allocation of C4H funds.

There is also a requirement for promotional goods to advertise the Healthy Communities agenda, suggestions for which (so far) include toothbrushes and/or pedometers. Myrna Hill will approach Jane Muller and Jenni Payne from the PCT.

Summary Report






£1000 to be allocated

A summary report will be required to coincide with the Spring District Event, which will assess the progress made in publicising the Healthy Communities agenda. It has been agreed that a glossy document will be produced for circulation to Partners.

Website & Web Authoring Training



£1000 to be allocated

As mentioned above, a Healthy City website would be a useful communication tool for the dissemination of information and advice. A portion of the Healthy Communities funds could be used for the design of a new website and to provide Web Authoring training for the necessary CVS and Partnership staff.
