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Carlisle Partnership Executive Meeting

Monday 14 September 2009, 13.00 @ Slupsk Room, Civic Centre

2.Committee Business

Several Executive members declared interests regarding item 6 in respect of their association with Carlisle Credit Union. 
The Chairman thanked the various group Chairs for their reports which had been published ahead of the meeting.

Agenda change - Items 3.3 and 8 would be taken first and together.
3.Priority Groups
3.1 Healthy Communities and Older People

Cllr Olwyn Luckley presented her report (paper attached) and expanded on certain elements. 
It has since been notified that the efforts of the City to be accredited as a WHO “Healthy City” have been successful.

3.2 Children and Young People

SB presented his report (paper attached). He added that the element of “challenge” provided by the group to the various statutary bodies delivering services to children and young people was key to retaining sight of worthwhile outcomes. An update on progress with the YMCA Foyer project will be included in Novembers report.
3.3 Safer Communities
SJ guided the group through the BCU North and neighbourhood police team’s performance statistics. He highlighted good progress, reduction of offences and an increase in detections and indicated geographical areas and crime where further attention was planned. The statistics provide a very useful preface to the Carlisle and Eden CDRP Strategic Assessment 2009 Consultation to which SJ invited individual comments (Item 8). Cllr Mike Boaden commented on the importance of explanation to communities of working methods before discussion of aspirations. A general discussion regarding “perception” data, the Place Survey, Community Cohesion and the Stronger agenda followed. 
3.4 Stronger Communities

CC reported that the initial evaluation of the Harraby and Longtown pilots would be brought to the Executive at it’s November meeting. 
3.5 Economic Development and Enterprise

DJ presented his report and the revised priority list (papers attached). He repeated the importance of investment in skills for recovery and that the group was supporting commercial partners who were addressing concerns for the future of summer 09 school, leavers in the city by providing enhanced work placements in hand with the Cumbria Chamber and the “Chance to Shine” project. Cllr Boaden welcomed this focussing of effort to provide practical assistance. 

A discussion regarding the promotion of positive achievements in the City took place during which the ceremonial opening of the flood defence works and progress reports on the CNDR were raised.
3.6 Rural Support Group
Claire Rankin (substituting for Jocelyn Holland) summarised the most recent business of the group (minutes to follow). 
A short paper summarising current activities of interest in the rural area will be presented at the October meeting of the Convernors group and will be made available to the Executive via the website.

She suggested that further consultations between the rural support officers and the HCOP group (re funding for exercise classes in village halls and Lifestyle on the Road), via the Convenors in October, might be useful. 

CAPC and CALC are evaluating rural engagement throughout Cumbria and a “Rural Paper” summarising the various models in operation will be produced for consideration by the Parish Councils Association and the Partnership in due course.

3.7 Convenors Group
LH welcomed the Improvement Plan which the Convenors would be responsible for. She looked forward to the group having more involvement with the “Stronger” agenda and a structured approach to other cross-cutting issues. 
4.Partnership Improvement

DH presented the Carlisle Partnership Improvement Plan V2.1. He emphasised the evolutionary nature of the document and accepted Cllr Mike Boaden’s comment that the priority order of changes be kept under review. The Executive approved the quarterly scheduling of meetings (proposal 2) and was enthusiastic to participate in branding design (proposal 9). (Proposals to be re-numbered in priority order to include 7).

Subsequently: Confident of the support of the Executive, the Chairman has placed on record  the gratitude of the Partnership to Daniel who has made a valuable contribution to our work and wished him well for his next attachment to Cumbria County Council.
5. Carlisle UK City of Culture Bid

Karen Bassett made a short presentation outlining the possibilities of a “UK City of Culture” bid from Carlisle. The Executive was very supportive of the idea and will be represented on the UK City of Culture – Leadership group by Steven Bowditch – NK sits on the drafting group.
6. Financial Inclusion Champion

Amanda Pyper outlined her role and the issues facing Cumbria and particularly Carlisle. She will be taking her presentation around the other groups. She stressed the importance of financial literacy, Credit Unions and the impacts of economic “stress” on health outcomes. 
7. Health Inequalities
Fiona Huntington presented a short paper summarising the recommendations of the (Health) National Support Team. The recommendations align closely with and endorse, the Health Improvement Action Plan, developed for the City as part of the Healthy City application.
