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Carlisle Partnership Executive Meeting

Monday 13 July 2009, 13.00 @ Slupsk Room, Civic Centre

2.Committee Business

The Chair noted that Cllr John Mallinson is in attendance as Chair of the Cumbria County Council, Local Area Committee, Cllr Peter Farmer as Leader of the Lib Dem group and Cllr Ray Bloxham as Substitute Leader of the Conservative group. He expressed the partnership’s gratitude for the assistance of their predecessors Cllrs Cyril Weber and Trevor Allison.
3.Priority Groups
3.1 Healthy Communities and Older People

Cllr Olwyn Luckley presented her report (paper attached) and expanded on significant elements. The HCOP is to hold a Workshop day on 20 July to refresh its priorities for 2009/10 onwards. 
3.2 Children and Young People

Steven Bowditch presented his report (paper attached). He regretted our failure to win the bidding contest for the “Inspiring Communities” grant but hoped that the preparation work for the process could be used to initiate new work in the City to which end the group will hold its next meeting at Brathay Hall on 27 July 2009.
3.3 Safer Communities
Steve Johnson was not present, but Jane Muller, recently appointed chair of the Carlisle and Eden CDRP, provided a verbal update regarding the more general work of the group (The crime performance figures having been presented at the AGM).The group is reviewing its Membership, Task Groups, Priorities and its “Public face” with a view to a fresh presentation of its plans to a public meeting in the autumn. In the meantime, analysis of the effectiveness of various programmes is taking place. Particular developments of note are the relocation of the Multi Agency Problem Solving unit to Durranhill, the good neighbour protocol, “proceeds of Crime” initiative and support for the Domestic Violence team. Additionally evaluation of existing and plans for additional “Alley gates” are in hand. JM will bring a presentation of the CDRP Strategic review to the Executive meeting in September 2009.
3.4 Stronger Communities

Carolyn Curr gave a short update. Jocelyn Holland described the communications difficulties which had been encountered. Both Maggie Mooney and Cllr Mike Mitchelson stressed the importance of using the experience with the pilots to learn how best County, District and Parish councils could operate together. Carolyn Curr will produce an initial evaluation of the two pilots for the Executive in autumn 2009. 
3.5 Economic Development & Enterprise

David Jackson presented his report and the revised priority list (Papers attached). He stressed the importance of investment in skills for recovery and that the group was to receive a report from the University on additional funds (£1 million) for activities in this area. There is concern for the future of summer 09 school, leavers in the City. The future development of the NCTC site and further work on traffic and parking in the City was in hand.

3.6 Rural Support Group
Jocelyn Holland summarised the business of the group (minutes attached). highlighting the favourable responses to the letters, lobbying Cumbria Vision and NWDA regarding the Rural Development Programme for England. CAPC and CALC are evaluating rural engagement throughout Cumbria and a “Rural Paper” summarising the various models in operation will be produced for consideration by Parish Councils Association and the Partnership Executive.
3.7 Convenors Group
Lynn Hutchinson presented revised Terms of Reference for this group which the Executive endorsed (copy attached). The convenors are creating a reporting framework for crosscutting issues for future meetings and will continue to implement and update the Partnership Improvement plan. 
4.Growth point update.
Alan Eales presented the progress report on the “Growth Point” (presentation Attached). A robust discussion followed clarifying points amongst which were:

Affordable Housing (proportions)

Rural impacts

Transport implications (Cycling parking etc)

Local facilities

Health implications

Population projections (consistency and reliability)
Alan Eales emphasised that development control encouraged Parish Councils to apply for affordable housing permissions for which special planning considerations were possible.

5.Partnership Improvement.
Deferred until September meeting.

6.Brampton Economic Development Partnership
Don Taylor presented the Brampton Economic Development Plan detailing the work already done by the Brampton Group and its further aspirations (Paper attached).

This development was welcomed and referred to the EDE group for further action.

7.Sports Village & Inspiring Communities update
NWDA will not now be funding coordinated development of sports villages though this will not impede Carlisle’s own initiatives.
The Inspiring Communities bid opportunity was awarded to Barrow, (Carlisle 2nd in the county). Barrow has been awarded one of the 15 grants.
