Housing Strategy — Challenges

The challenges under Decent and Healthy Homes will identify
key issues and how they are to be taken forward — Disabled
Facility Grants (DFGs), empty properties, Homes in Multiple
Occupation (HMOS) and working in partnership with the private
sector.

Stock Condition Survey — being put out to tender in August with
2,000 homes in each district of Cumbria being randomly
selected. The stock conditions survey will involve all the LA’s of
Cumbria.

Affordable Warmth and an increasingly elderly population
leading to more fuel poverty. DP informed the group that
funding for the Community Energy Saving Programme and the
Carbon Emissions Reduction Target is still available until
December 2012.

Any Other Business

PM (Chair) suggested it would be a useful exercise to draw out
the NHS new structure in terms of public health being removed
from the NHS and transferred to Local Government — Cumbria
County Council. It was suggested by ST that this information
could go out with the letters to the housing association.
