APPOINTMENT OF AN INDEPENDENT PERSON – CODE OF CONDUCT 

Under the Localism Act 2011, the Council is required to appoint an Independent 
Person to assist the Council in promoting and maintaining high standards of conduct 
amongst its Councillors and town and parish councillors.  It is likely that the 
appointment will be for a period of 2 years. 

An Independent Person will be consulted on a decision to investigate a complaint and 
before a decision is made on a complaint.  An Independent Person may be consulted 
on other code of conduct issues, including by the Councillor who is the subject of a 
complaint. 

Travel and subsistence expenses will be reimbursed and an allowance (as 
recommended by our Independent Remuneration Panel to Council) is payable.
