•	 Round 2 application deadline of midday 
on 9 September 2021 with a decision in 
November 2021.

•	 Food banks that provide food and 
essential supplies for families or 
individuals in crisis.

The £4 million Clubs in Crisis Fund aims to 
support the UK’s smallest sports clubs that 
are at risk of closing their doors for good due 
to the impact of the coronavirus/COVID-19 
pandemic. Grants of £2,021 will be available 
to help with core, programme or capital 
costs. Grassroots sports clubs across the 
UK can apply for unrestricted grants from  
12 April 2021.
